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There are many words with the same sound in Japanese.

For example, “"3&” has different meanings depending on the pronunciation (pitch of sound), su
ch as “rain” and ”candy”.

If you use “do” for low notes and “mi” for high notes, you will be able to pronounce them corr
ectly.
